Residential Deck/Patio/Gazebo Permit Requirements

1. Permit Application: All decks, patios, and/or gazebos require a permit before
construction begins. In all cases, a completed permit application must be submitted
along with two copies of the Plat of Survey showing the exact location of the proposed
deck, patio or gazebo. In addition to the above information, drawings must be submitted
showing how the deck, patio or gazebo is to be constructed, the type of lumber used,
spans, sizes, and other pertinent information. Attached decks and gazebos must also
show how attachment is to be made to house and show the required pier depth of forty-
two inches (42”") below grade. Concrete patio slabs poured on grade cannot be used as a
floor for a future patio enclosure or addition. If this is the intended use, these patios must
meet minimum foundation requirements at the time they are constructed and plans
submitted must reflect this.

2. Placement at the Principal Structure: No deck, patio or gazebo must be located so as to
obstruct any required basement escape window.

3. Placement on the Lot: The attached illustration shows typical allowable locations for
decks, patios and gazebos.

4. Lot Coverage: Maximum ground coverage of all structures on the lot must not exceed
thirty percent (30%) of the lot area, except for decks and pools which may increase the
lot coverage to a maximum of thirty-five percent (35%). (See attached illustration.)

5. Design Requirements:

A. ELECTRIC STATEMENT: If an underground electric line and receptacle is
installed, the work must be done by a licensed, bonded electrician or by the
homeowner, and must be inspected before concealing. A G.F.C.1. protected
breaker or a G.F.C.I. protected weather-proof receptacle must be installed.

The electrical code permits more than one method of underground wiring:

1) Rigid Metal Conduit to be buried at least twelve inches (12”) below top of
ground.

2) Intermediate Metal Conduit (a lighter wall pipe with threaded couplings), to be
buried at least twelve inches (12”) below top of ground.

3) UF (direct burial cable), protected with rigid conduit at both ends of the burial
from horizontal through vertical at least eighteen inches (18”) below top of
ground. UF must not be installed within or below concrete or asphalt.

B. Floor joist sizes and spans must be per the attached table.

6. Code Requirements: Construction and materials must conform to the International
Residential Code 2003, National Electrical Code 2002, and International Plumbing Code,
where applicable.

7. Inspections: For detached decks and patios, one inspection is required upon completion.
For attached decks and gazebos, a pier inspection is required before the piers are poured
and/or posts are set in place, and a final inspection upon completion. Call 871-6230 to
schedule inspections at least twenty-four (24) hours in advance.

For decks less than two-feet [2.0'] above grade a framing inspection is required before
installing the deck boards.

8. Bonds: A Parkway Preservation Bond of $200 will be required for concrete work.
When the work is complete, contact the Engineering Services Department at 871-6220 to
schedule an inspection of the parkway area. If no damage has occurred, the Village will
refund the bond amount submitted.

9. Property pins need to be located and marked before construction begins and for
inspections.
